found that note taking can be as mentally demanding as playing chess can be for an expert While you take notes you listen
carefully to the lecturer you process the new material you organize it in your working memory and you finally write down
what you think is most important All this happens while someone is talking at an average speed of three words per second
and someone is writing down at an average speed of one third of a word per second It doesn t sound easy now does it Notes
